Payment of the Municipal Waste Fee to the Statutory City of Olomouc in 2017
Dear citizens of Olomouc: As of 01 January 2017, the Decree No. 6/2016, On the fee for the maintenance of the municipal waste amassing, collecting, transporting, sorting, using, and disposing system of the City of Olomouc (hereinafter the “Decree” and “Fee”).

Pursuant to the aforesaid Decree, the 2017 municipal waste annual Fee will remain unchanged, i.e. CZK 660.00 per head. Reliefs and exemptions have been maintained to the same extent as in 2016.

The deadline for the payment of the Fee remains the same, i.e. 31 May 2017, and so does the possibility of using the Internet for the bulk payment notification. The Fee can be paid at cash counters starting from 02 January 2017, 8:30 a.m.

The Fee for 2017 is CZK 660.00 per head 
The Fee is due and payable on or before 31 May 2017

The Fee for 2017 must be paid by the following natural persons:
1. Residents of Olomouc,
2. Foreigners/expats holding a permanent residence or temporary residence permit for more than 90 days and their registered place of residence is Olomouc,

3. Foreigners/expats staying in Olomouc temporarily for more than 3 months,

4. Foreigners under international protection under the asylum law or temporary protection under the temporary protection law staying in Olomouc.
Another group of the payers are natural persons who own a building designated for individual recreation, or a flat/family house in which no individual has his/her registered place of residence, as long as such properties are located in the city of Olomouc. This group of payers is exempt from paying the Fee in 2017; however, these payers are required to meet the reporting duty unless they have already met it in the previous period, or such a duty has changed or expired. The Fee administrator prepared a notification form for this purpose:

· Notification of a property owner’s duty to pay the Fee
· Notification of a duty to pay the Fee by a natural person residing in Olomouc
Reporting Duty:

· The fact that the duty to pay the Fee has arisen, changed or expired should be reported within 15 days from the occurrence of this fact;
· A payer is obliged to state his/her first name, surname, place of residence or, as the case may be, mail delivery address and relevant data necessary for determining the amount of the Fee;
· An owner of a building designated for individual recreation, or a family house in which no individual has his/her registered place of residence, is further obliged to state the street number or the building number, or the number of the plot on which the building is situated;
· An owner of a flat in which no individual has his/her registered place of residence is further obliged to state the street number or the number of the building (alternatively, the number of the plot on which the block of flats is situated) in which the flat is situated, the number of the flat and its location within the building.
Reliefs and exemptions from the Fee according to the Decree:

1. Cases that need not be reported or documented: 

· Payers who reach the age of 80 or more in 2017 pay no Fee;
· Payers born in 2017 pay no Fee;
· Payers who do not reach the age of 16 in 2017 pay 50% of the Fee according to the Decree (i.e. CZK 330.00) in 2017. This applies to the payers born between 01 January and 31 December 2016;
· Payers who own a building designated for individual recreation, or a flat/family house in which no individual has his/her registered place of residence, pay no Fee.

2. The other payers entitled to reliefs and exemptions pursuant to the Decree should submit the Notification of an Entitlement to a Relief or Exemption by 31 May 2017, along with relevant documents substantiating the claim. The Notification form and related information are contained in the annexes to this article,
How to pay the Fee:

The Fee can be paid using a postal order, which is available at the Local Fees Division of the City Hall, Palackého 14; or in cash or by card at the Local Fees Division of the City Hall, Palackého 14, 779 11 Olomouc (the Municipal Waste Fee cash counters are on the ground floor of the NAMIRO building); at the City Hall’s main cash offices, Palackého 14 and Hynaisova 10 buildings; or by cashless transfer from a bank account. In case of a cashless payment, fill in the account number: 19-1801731369/0800, variable symbol: 1337 and your birth number without a slash as the specific symbol (e.g., if the birth number is 160313/351, the specific symbol will be 160313351) in the payment order form. For a payment from abroad, please fill in: IBAN = CZ1908000000191801731369, BIC = GIBACZPX, and your birth number in the recipient's report (failing this, the payment cannot be identified). To make identifying the payment from abroad easier, please send a confirmation e-mail with a ‘Pro oddělení místních poplatků / To the Local Fees Division’ comment at the electronic address: podatelna@olomouc.eu.
If the Fee is paid at a cash counter, the payer should always state his/her name, permanent residence address, and birth number.

The Fee can be paid for several people at the same time by their joint representative, e.g. a family member, proprietor or caretaker (hereinafter referred to as the “Fee Payer”). The Fee Payer who makes a payment for several persons by cashless transfer from a bank account or by postal order will be obliged to supply to the Fee administrator no later than 15 days from the date of payment of the Fee the information necessary to identify the payment, specifically the surname and date of birth of the persons for whom the Fee has been paid, as well as the payment date, and the variable and specific symbols relating to the payment. The Fee administrator prepared a notification form for this purpose. The notification can also be made using an electronic form, which you can fill in and send to the Fee administrator. The forms are available at www.olomouc.eu. A message for the recipient on a postal order or a bank payment order does not replace the obligation to submit a bulk payment notification to the Fee manager.
Children and legally incapable persons are paid for by their legal or statutory representatives, usually by parents. Other individuals can make the payment, too.
